I am a Member of the Hong Kong Golf Club (HKGC) and am writing to express my
personal views for keeping all 3 courses of the HKGC.

Hong Kong is one of the top Financial Centers of the world, this status was
acquired through investments by multinationals whose executives believed in
the future of Hong Kong. Many of these executives formed the private clubs like
the HKGC to attract the talented leaders needed from other countries. Even
today to attract or retain talented executives, either local or expatriate
executives, the use of private clubs is a necessity. Otherwise the executives may
choose to open or move their offices or themselves to other locations in Asia
where private clubs are available.

If we lose the HKGC we also give up a lot of Hong Kong's history. The HKGC was
established during our Colonial past in 1889 and is the oldest golf club in South
East Asia and the second oldest golf club in Asia.

The Hong Kong Open Golf Tournament is the oldest professional sporting event
in Hong Kong and this year will mark its 60% Anniversary. 48,000 spectators
and players from all over the world attended the 2017 HK Open and was
broadcast on worldwide TV to over 400 million households. HKGC founded the
Hong Kong Ladies Professional Open and for the last 4 years has enabled Hong
Kong's talented young amateurs to earn world rankings to help them to qualify
for international events including the Olympic games.

The Clubhouse at Fanling was constructed in 1911 and is a Grade Il Heritage
building. The Pavilion on the OLD course open in 1918 and is a Grade lll Heritage
Building. There are 68 ancestral graves with many of them dating back several
hundred years to the Qing and Ming dynasties.

HKGC is an important ‘green lung’ in the northern New Territories. 74.2 hectares
comprised of dense woodland, including secondary forests. Many trees are



protected by Hong Kong law and meet the Government's criteria of ‘0Old and
Valuable Trees’. New housing developments will destroy the ‘green lung’ by
turning it into a concrete jungle.

Our facilities are already open to the Public from Monday to Friday throughout
the year. HKGC also has been a key supporter of the Hong Kong Golf Association
(HKGA) where we allow them free access to host their squad team training and
amateur tournaments. In May 2018 HKGC sponsored the HKGA inaugural Inter-
Secondary Schools Golf Tournament by providing the OLD course as the
tournament venue and offering free practice rounds for participating school
teams.

When the HKGC was founded in 1889 Hong Kong was in a unique location in Asia
and many of our possible competing capitals were under developed. However
today Shanghai, Beijing, Singapore, and others are fully developed and can be an
alternate choice. Hong Kong needs to keep its entire private clubs operating
including the HKGC.

| am attaching a list of factors in an Appendix which | would earnestly request the Task Force
to consider, when reaching any conclusions regarding the matter of Land Supply for
residential housing in Hong Kong.

There are many factors at work which have caused the current housing shortage in Hong
Kong and which in turn have contributed to the dissatisfaction felt by so many of Hong Kong’s
younger generation in particular. The problem is not going to be solved by re-developing golf
courses for recreational uses — indeed Hong Kong needs more, rather than less, land for
sporting facilities and golf development, if it is to fulfil HK Society’s expectations and to
maintain a certain quality of life. If Singapore can get this right, why can Hong Kong not do so
as well?

At a very fundamental level, the housing shortage is a result of an ongoing structural
demand/supply imbalance. A multitude of constraints have contributed to the problem
which only gets worse as time goes by and successive HK Government departments fail to
introduce appropriate solutions.

These constraints include in no particular order:

1. Aninappropriate monetary policy as a result of the pegged HKD/USD exchange rate,
which causes interest rates in Hong Kong to have to follow US interest rates, resulting
in unsustainably long periods of either too low or too high interest rates in Hong
Kong. The pegged exchange rate has served HK well over the years, but the
Government fails to appreciate some of the unintended consequences the peg can
have.

2. Alack of joined up thinking at the highest levels of Government, which fails to
anticipate the unintended consequences caused by prolonged periods of high or low
interest rates resulting from the pegged exchange rate on aggregate housing
demand.




3. Continually changing Government policies on the adequacy of the amount of land
coming on to the market. Government knows the birth rate; Government knows the
net amount of immigration into Hong Kong; Government knows the rates of family
formation from marriage statistics. Government has a good handle therefore on the
amount of additional housing stock which needs to be added to the existing stock of
housing each year, yet Government departments consistently fail to anticipate the
additional amount of land needed every few years to meet this demand.

4. Government policies exacerbate the problem of insufficient housing supply, because
Government artificially suppress the quantity of land supply coming to the market —
to keep the price of land high and Government revenues increasing, despite ongoing
excessive budgetary surpluses. The days when Government policy was focussed on
ensuring that the Housing Authority would ensure a continual and sufficient supply of
additional affordable housing units every year seem to be long gone. For the private
residential market, the Government repeatedly fails to adopt policies aimed at
discouragirg land banking and land hoarding by the cartel of large HK developers.

5. Itis a myth that there is a shortage of land in Hong Kong. Plenty of land could be
released for additional housing, both public and private, if burdensome planning
restrictions were lifted, brownfield sites were co-opted into forming part of the
solution, the village housing policies in the New Territories were reformed and
additional amounts of new land were created each year from ongoing reclamation
efforts.

Hong Kong strives to be a world-class city. Taking land away from Hong Kong’s oldest golf
course is not the way forward.

Key Reasons Why the Entire Fanling Site is Important to Hong Kong

1. History and Heritage

HKGC is an important part of Hong Kong’s heritage. It is the oldest golf club in
South East Asia and the second oldest in Asia.

The clubhouse at Fanling was constructed in 1911 and is a Grade II Heritage
Building. The Pavilion on the OLD Course, opened in 1918, is a Grade III
Heritage Building.

There are 68 ancestral graves with many of them dating back several hundred

years to the Qing and Ming dynasties.

2. Ecological and Conservation Values

HKGC is an important green lung in the northern New Territories; over 40%, or
74.2 hectares, of the Fanling courses are comprised of dense woodland,
including secondary forests.

The Fanling courses have many trees which are protected by Hong Kong law and
meet the Government’s criteria of ‘Old and Valuable Trees’.

The three courses are also inhabited by a huge diversity of fauna including

protected species of birds, insects, reptiles and other wildlife.

3. Public Access

Facilities at Fanling are open to the public from Monday to Friday throughout

the year.
In 2017 over 50,000 (42%) of the 120,000 rounds of golf were played by non-

members.



4. Iconic International Tournaments

The Hong Kong Open is Hong Kong’s oldest professional sporting event.

In 2018, HKGC will host the 60oth Edition of the Hong Kong Open. The Hong
Kong Open is co-sanctioned by the European and Asian PGA Tours and is one of
only two professional tournaments in the world to have been hosted at the same
venue for more than 50 years.

A record attendance of over 48,000 spectators attended the 2017 Hong Kong
Open including more than 10,000 international visitors. The Hong Kong Open is

broadcast worldwide to over 400 million households.

5. Grooming Young Talented Golfers

HKGC has been a key supporter of the Hong Kong Golf Association (HKGA) in
the grooming of young talent by providing HKGA free access to host its squad
team training and amateur tournaments.

In May 2018, the HKGC sponsored the HKGA’s inaugural Inter-Secondary
Schools Golf Tournament by providing the Old Course as the tournament venue
and offering free practice rounds and other support for participating school
teams.

HKGC founded the Hong Kong Ladies Open and has hosted it in Fanling for the
past 4 years. Playing in the tournament has enabled Hong Kong's talented young
amateurs to earn world ranking points to help them to qualify for international

events including The Olympic Games.

6. Community Outreach Charitable Works

Over 200 non-member events, including many fund-raising charity golf days,
are held every year at the Fanling golf courses. More than HK$20 million is
raised annually for a variety of charities, such as the Community Chest, the Tung
Wah Group of Hospitals, the Yan Chai Hospital, and others.

The HKGC’s in-house annual flagship charity event, the ‘Cup of Kindness’, was
launched 30 years ago. The event raises funds every year for community-based

Do you have any other opinion in regard to the 18 land supply options
identified by the Task Force?

The option selection should be guided by economic cost-benefit analysis.
The recommendation produced by such analysis will be grounded on hard
numbers, and is therefore less likely to be swayed by changeable public
opinions.

Even though such cost-benefit analysis involves subjective assumptions, the
net benefit of each option may differ enormously such that the choices
might be obvious despite the uncertainty involved.

Applying such thinking to the 18 options listed, on first glance, a few
options clearly stand out -

(1) PPP based on private agricultural land reserve, and

(2) partial development of Fanling Golf Club (FGC), and

(3) near-shore reclamation outside Victoria Harbor, and

(4) developing the East Lantau Metropolis (ELM)

(5) developing pilot areas on the peripheral of country park

Option (1) displaces little economic activities as much of the private land
reserve does not has productive use. Therefore the opportunity cost is
virtually zero!

For option (2), according to Hong Kong Golf Club website, 120,000 rounds of
golf are played each year over the 172ha FGC. Using a direct proportionate
assumption, the partial development of 32ha of GFC mean foregoing 120,000 *
32/ 172 ~ 22,300 rounds of golfs. However the partial development shall
produce 4,600 housing units. Assuming each unit has a built-up area of 400
ft2, and annual rental avoided per ft2 = HKD25 * 12 = HKD300, the total
rental cost avoided per year = 4,600 * 400 * HKD300 ~ HKDS552m. This implies
the opportunity cost for each round of golf = HKD552m / 22,300 rounds ~
HKD25, 000 per round of golf! Leaving FGC totally untouched is certainly not
justifiable on economic ground.

The opportunity cost incurred for option (3), (4) and (5) are the potential
impact to biodiversity and environmental degradation. Let’s use option (4),
i.e. the development of ELM as an illustration. Assume the 1,000 ha ELM
could house 0.5m people; 125 ft2 allocated per person; and annual rental
cost saved of HKD300 per ft2. The benefit from annual rental cost saving
alone = 0.5 * 125 * HKD300 ~ HKD18,450m, i.e. in the order of HKD20b saving
a year! The bio-diversity/ environmental opportunity cost incurred is
surely many orders of magnitude smaller than the potential benefit. Besides
an environmental compensation fund can be set up to “offset” any potential
environmental degradation.

I admit my calculation relies on simplistic assumption and the range of



uncertainty is large. However, the net benefit calculated for each option
differ greatly. I'm sure with expert input such cost-benefit exercise could
yield very obvious answer.

This public engagement exercise is commendable for it has provided
concerned citizens and organizations with factual inputs to arrive at
better judgement. However, such exercise also attracts political and
single-issue interest groups who may attempt to hijack the exercise. The
committee should have safeguard to filter any “over-voting” attempts. The
diversity of public opinion should only serve as reference, as should never
dictate the committee recommendation.

Do you have any other land supply-related opinion?

The committee should aim to build up a land reserve many times larger than
the minimum target of 1,200 ha.

There is a significant shortage of short term land supply. Housing price in
the next decade can only be moderated if market has a clear expectation
that the government is building up a land reserve many times larger than
the need of medium term need.

I attempted to submit my suggestions in the section under Other Questions but found the
space to be rather limited.
I hereby re-submit my suggestions as follow:

Other Questions:

Question 1

Do you have any other opinion in regard to the 18 land supply options identified by the Task Force?
New construction within reasons & limitations should be encouraged. Redevelopment of existing
establishments (Industrial, infrastructure, recreational, agricultural land utilization) should only take
place due to complete obsolescence and abandonment over the long term.

Question 2

Apart from the 18 land supply options identified by the Task Force, do you have other suggestions to
increase land supply?

The most pressing land supply period is the current, short & medium term. It is vitally important for
the Government to take care of the have-nots by providing temporary solutions to their immediate
accommodation needs.

Suggestion #1 - Chartering of Used Cruise Liners For Limited Service Temporary Accommodation.
(Daniel J. Ip)

Numerous seaworthy and self-contained formerly owned cruise liners are available for charter or
sale. Some liners are designed for thousands of passengers with hundreds of cabins and separate
crew accommodation. Chartering of liners may be one of the most cost effective and quickest
temporary solution for the displaced families and individuals of Hong Kong. Assuming temporary
mooring facilities may be found in various locations of Hong Kong (ie. Cheung Sha Wan; Twun Tong;
Yau Tong; Kwai Chung; Tsing Yi; Tuen Mun; Taipo Industrial Estate; Chai Wan and Kennedy Town),
used cruise liners with minor modifications may be moored and serviced (ie. with water, electricity,
telecommunication, catering, waste disposal, connecting transportation) for temporary
accommodation of families & individuals.

With consensus and cooperation of related Government departments, the first of a series of such
Limited Service Temporary Accommodation may be implemented within 18-24 months.

Suggestion #2 — Land banking & Tuen Mun Expansion. (Dennis H. Ip)

It is understood that the Government had on various occasions dismissed proposals for alternative
uses of military facilities in Hong Kong. However, the present and future utilization of the Tuen Mun
Firing Range should be jointly reviewed by the Central Government, the Military and the Special
Administrative Region. Vast areas of Tuen Mun is dominated by the Firing Range, a historical facility
with low to little strategic or defense contributions for Greater China. Per the 12th Five-Year Plan,
Annex for Hong Kong and Macao, there was the proposal for a Hong Kong - Shenzhen West Express
Rail Link. Assuming the proposed Hong Kong - Shenzhen West Link was to be built on ground or
underground, the Firing Range could not possibly continue with its original purpose. In essence,
there were plans for the under-utilized Firing Range to yield to other higher and better uses for the
greater good of China and Hong Kong.

Assuming the above, the proposal for Land Banking & Tuen Mun Expansion has overwhelming
strengths and opportunities, including:

Strengths - Near virgin land (carte blanche) for development; Maybe the largest contiguous land



parcel available in Hong Kong; Sufficient for Tuen Mun Expansion for the next 20-30 yrs.;
Connectivity with existing and new infrastructure such as the tunnel connecting Boundary Clearing
Facilities of HK Zhuhai Macao Bridge; Close proximity and being part of the planned HK-Shenzhen
West Link; Close to West Rail & Light Rapid Transit Networks; Close to large existing population;
Robust drivers for potential jobs creation, new industries and higher standards of living; Ideal for
education, research & development, hospitality, residential and retirement community; Excellent
panoramic views.

Opportunities - Erasure of one of the remaining symbols of foreign military adventurism from the
territory; Joint consultation, planning & development to enhance the roles of Hong Kong in
supporting the Greater Pearl River Delta regional initiatives; Practically a new town development;
Vast opportunities for creative inputs and land utilization; Land banking for phase development of
public and private residential communities; Linkage with education, research & development and
industries of Shenzhen; Closest possible linkage with Qianhai Free Trade Zone; Abundant on ground
materials (ie. granite, boulders) for construction.

In terms of scalability, It is not unforeseeable that the proposal for Land Banking & Tuen Mun
Expansion will eventually accommodate 1.0 to 1.5 times the existing population of Tuen Mun
(Recorded at about half a million persons as per the Census & Statistics Dept. 2016)

The Club has been a key supporter of the Hong Kong Golf Association (HKGA) in the grooming
of young talent by providing HKGA free access to host its squad team training and amateur
tournaments.

In May 2018, The Club sponsored the HKGA's inaugural Inter-Secondary Schools Golf
Tournament by providing the Old Course as the tournament venue and offering free practice
rounds and other support for participating school teams.

Over 200 non-member events, including many fund-raising charity golif days, are held every
year at the Fanling golf courses. More than HK$20 million is raised annually for a variety of
charities, such as the Community Chest, the Tung Wah Group of Hospitals, the Yan Chi Hospital,
and others.

The Club’s in-house annual flagship charity event, the “Cup of Kindness”, was launched 30 years
ago. The event raises funds every year for community-based charities in North District,
including the North District Hospital.

CONCLUTION

I personally believe that Hong Kong needs more, rather than less, land for sports and golf development.
Therefore, the integrity of the entire Fanling site is of paramount importance to the Club and to Hong
Kong, so that the Club can continue to provide good facilities for its members and the public.

Prior to 1990, the abovenamed private clubs heavily shared
85% of the needs in the provision and usage of their lawn bowls venues and facilities
in running organized competitions. The other 15% of the needs were shared by the
Hong Kong Police Recreation Club, the United Services Recreation Club and the
Victoria Park.  Although the number of public venues has increased from one to eight
to date, the abovenamed private clubs still share over 60% of the needs in the provision

League, the Triples Leagues and 26 other National Championships over the year.

With the dedicated support and wholehearted co-operations of the eight
private clubs above, we saw a big advancement in the sport of lawn bowls in Hong
Kong. It is crucially important to note that the sports has expanded tremendously
through the last couple of decades. Within this 20 years period, the number of
bowling clubs affiliated to HKLBA grew from 13 to 39 and the number of active club
players from 700 to more than 3000. HKILBA sees that such significant expansion
would not have been achieved without the sterling efforts and contributions from these
private clubs. The provision of venues and facilities by them for national and
international competitions, training and coaching are contributory to our success in
developing lawn bowling in Hong Kong. Besides, their contributions in this respect
have added great value to Hong Kong as an international metropolitan.

As of the international forum, HKLBA has hosted the Hong Kong
International Bowls Classic (HK Classic) since 1981. The laws of the sport require
all international competitions must be held on natural grass lawn bowls greens. So
far as public green is concerned, the lawn bowls green sited in Tai Po is the only public
turf we have at the moment. However, all the above eight private clubs have natural
grass greens and they have never failed in providing their venues to HKLBA in
organizing the event. This greatly helps in making the HK Classic renowned and
successful.  Apart from the HK Classic, HKLBA also hosted the Asia Pacific in 1991,
the Asia Bowls Championships in 2000, the World Cup Indoor Championships and the
World Junior Indoor Championships in 2005 and 2007 respectively. Again, the
contributions of the above private clubs in these events were simply indispensable.

Over these years, top bowlers from all over the world, officials of
National Authorities and Executive Directors of the World Bowls, which is the
governing body of Lawn Bowls in the World, visited Hong Kong on many occasions.
They all highly commended on the standard of lawn bowls greens and facilities
provided by the above private clubs. They also ranked the HK Classic as the third
most prestigious outdoor lawn bowls event in the World, next to the World Bowls
Championships and the Asia Pacific Bowls Championships.

With the support of Home Affairs Bureau (HAB), Leisure and Cultural
Services Department (LCSD) and the Sports Federation & Olympic Committee of
Hong Kong, China (SF&OC) and the commitment in providing their natural grass
greens and facilities from the abovenamed private clubs, HKLBA placed a bid in 2016
to World Bowls to host the 2024 World Bowls Championships. In the 2017 World
Bowls meeting, the Directors of Councilors, who have sound knowledge on the
standard of our lawn bowls greens and facilities, granted the hosting right of the 2024
World Bowls Championships to HKL.BA, the first time ever in Hong Kong and in Asia.

* With the successful bidding to host the 2024 World Championships in
Hong Kong, an intensive and highly committed training/coaching programme has been

devised for the Hong Kong Team starting 2019. In fulfilling the programme,
HKLBA would need the co-operation and assistance from the above private clubs in
providing their bowling greens and facilities more frequently and regularly.

Reclamation of land from the sea is the ultimate long-term land supply, but it is slow, without a doubt!
More than just the east Lantau, we probably need far more than that, in the long run and the
government should be prepared.

Innovations

On top of reclaiming land from the sea, | wonder if it would help, by just building house on sea, with
pillars punching deep down the sea bed, that lift the mansions up above the sea level, or occasionally
with under-sea-level hotels and houses, for recreations and holiday staying.

Technologies are always enabler of innovations, people in the government should really think and act.

Other suggestions from different stakeholders are pretty innovative and worthy of noting, may be useful
under different occasions.

Territory-wide complaints

A pan-territory debate makes sense, in letting the public air out their pains and to relief of their emotion.

The difference here is Link REIT would allow their tenants
to make profit (although Link REIT take some profit away from them, they therefore want these tenants
profitable), while the government wants their tenants to move to use property developer’s facilities (the
government officials didn’t care if these tenant were profitable).

The same motive is found in the government subsidized housing and home owning schemes. We all
know that we are living in premises, that are half the size of those found in Singapore at double of their
price, while Singapore is only half of Hong Kong size.

Instead of letting the commons to have a comfortable home for them to settle down, the HK
government just want to give a place for the commons to stay for a moment, once they earn a better
life, the HK government actually wants them to move out to private flats. Comfortability is not in their
motive and therefore not in the design. These occupants have to keep looking for better place to stay,
once they manage to save a bit of wealth. Yet, there has never been a stable source of income, even
one works for enterprise, nobody is sure of when one would lose his/her job for different reasons.
Economy downturn, entrepreneurs risked something with bad lucks... and makes nobody feel safe in
their home search. That had drove many to leave Hong Kong for good, leaving those stay feeling unsafe
and must keep hunting for their comfortable home. Even if they get one, they aren’t sure if they can
grasp it firmly without losing them, when their career face uncertainties! Speculation is therefore an
alternative for them to maintain their belongings, by taking risk to earn more, and making premises
price soar further! This kind of practices are not good for us to keep talents nor maintaining a calm and
harmony society. If that keeps on, our social instability goes on forever!!!

Alternative thoughts

| believe the answer lies in, not just giving a piece of land, but provide large enough homes, that can only
be realized with ample supply of land, and letting the commons save a bit more of their earnings. We
probably have to alter the plot ratio (H7f&[E%), lowing these government aided home ownership price,
to let people to feel the comfortability of homes, the comfortability to shop in, the comfortability in
staying in the public area. That would also help to keep talent for a innovation society.

Government aided home ownerships

Sharing the precious land wealth

| want to point out also, lands in Hong Kong actually belong to the Hong Kong public, not to property
developers, nor government officials, but the general public does not share the wealth to the extend
such as shared by the property developers, the government officials, practitioners in the property
development market and other related businesses. The precious land sold doesn’t bring the public any

advantage, it’s only the property developers earned all the benefits, with government officials paid,
sitting on top of the surplus and directing how to use the wealth so generated. Most of the time, these
saving are left for backing up the finance sector! The worst thing is, after all these precious lands are
sold, most of the general public must pay their life-long-savings just for a flat to live in, to top up part of
the budgetary surplus of the government. Degree of contributions to the society is wrongly believed to
be a factor that led to most of the general public cannot share the wealth. Looking back few months
ago, when the Chinese import quota of recycle paper limited the flow of recycle paper to China, we all
faced a rubbish surrounded city. Had the government have to employ cleaning staffs to deal with such
recycle materials daily, we all must paid a lot. Nannies are actually doing this for us voluntarily free, and
we underpaid them. Likewise, although we all accept the status quo, the must also understand that
there are drawbacks in our current social system and many are unfairly treated.

Government subsidize house ownership widens social wealth gap unintentionally

The so called “Government subsidized house ownership”, are generally seen as an aid from the
government for the public, that actually comes with a price to pay. Compare for instance, that a person
bought a flat from property developer in private sector, at say HKS1million back 10 years ago, and his
relative spent the same amount of money on a government subsidized flat at the same time. For the
past 10 years, they both stay in the flats they bought and now they want to sell them off, the selling
price would be significantly different!!! The government subsidized flat can only be priced at a much
lower value. That actually widens the wealth gap in the society and stopping the up-moving of people
from low-income groups. Now, there still are people motioning to put more constraints on the leaving
conditions for these government flats, the situations will definitely be worsen.

Land and hence properties prices are so high that it is detached from the earning power of almost all
local civilians, even the top income populations, like solicitors and medical doctors are complaining that
they are not capable of affording a flat. | definitely remember that a medical doctor married a lawyer
called a Radio program and complained that she couldn’t buy a flat themselves. High land-price policy
has been more than just depriving ordinary commons of their home owning opportunities, it actually
hampers development of most industries except property development and few other related
businesses, stripping many talents their opportunities to realize their full potentials. Helping the
commons to own a home is therefore not really any aid, it is like beaten up a person, then give them
some medical helps, as a kind of compensations. Sharing of the land wealth is therefore the commons
should be entitled, and the commons do not just get that share without any cost, they still have to pay
for such a flat, actually out of a life-long-saving in many cases!!! Putting on more constraints for them to
sell such flat is really not fair, as previous said widening the wealth gap in the society!!!

2 batches of buyers, 2 different markets

There was a time that the commons may still afford to buy private flats, after working for a while in the
society, but this has almost gone forever! Most of the commons just couldn’t buy any flat even after
working life-long. The problem resulted mainly from the fact that there are 2 major different markets
merged in the society, 1.> the speculators market, where investors are earning from different pool of
incomes, probably from different geodemography, therefore can pay very differently. 2.>the common
workers in Hong Kong market, who cannot paid for a single small flat, even after working for 38 years
and spending not a single penny, according to some survey. So, when a graduate starts to work at
his/her 23 birthday, if he/she can manage to spend no money at all in 38 years, by the time he/she earn
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a flat, he/she would be 61, retiring. That’s to say, the ordinary Hong Kong commons just cannot earn
enough to have a flat to satisfy their basic need, a shelter!

The only solutions to this group of common people, is therefore separate them from those speculators,
and provide them with government flats at affordable price, so that they would not impede the
speculation of the land market, and government doesn’t need to sell their land property cheap! Thisis a
win-win situation. This group of commons was once targeted potential buyers for the property
developers, who are no longer in the range. Continue to press them to buy in the speculating market is
equal to asking for upheaval and raise turmoil in the concerned market! Some property developers still
missed this point out!



For those affordable, let them pay the price in the speculation market if they like to. For those who
can’t, the government just provide them with flats they can afford. Effectively, the 2 markets are
separated in the sense, the speculators are legislated out of the government subsidized market, while
the commons just cannot afford to speculate in the expensive market, unless he/she earn enough to
leave the sector.

2 times ownership

Property developers do not own and sell properties only once, they buy and sell properties many times,
continuously. They actually take profit from our land all the times. If the government wants to let the
public to share the wealth, practice in Singapore shows, letting the public have a second time
“government aided home ownership” is appropriate, after they have sold the first owned home so that
they can share to profit of the part of land they once own. A second time ownership would let them
have a home to stay in, which if they sell again, they would not have a government subsidized home to
stay with. Although they can earn some cash, they would then be disqualified from many social welfare
benefits, and the government also saves something.

Under this situation, reclaiming the sea is therefore of utmost importance! Letting the commons to
share this land profit, actually save a lot of government expenses elsewhere. When the younger
generation can save a bit more surplus, not all be ripped off by the property developers, and live in
larger premises, they can help taking care of their elderlies, surely, if the government encourages filial
piety,... a lot of social welfare expenses can be further saved as well!
